 I am the fifth daughter of a Christian Church (Disciples of Christ) minister.  I was baptized by profes-
sion of faith when I was 12 yrs old, but dedicated to the church as an infant.  When I was 32, I became a mem-
ber of the Catholic Church.  Both of my children have been baptized in that church.  I have been present at 
three baptisms here at St. James.  I have found one very distinctive part of each one of these, my dedication, 
my children’s Catholic baptism and the baptism here at St. James, remains the same, and that is the ACTIVE 
part the congregation has in all three.  At each service the congregation is asked in some way to help raise the 
child in his or her Christian walk.  In the Methodist church the congregation responds:  “We rejoice to recog-
nize you as members of Christ’s holy church, and bid you welcome to this congregation of The United 
Methodist Church.  With you we renew our vows to uphold it by our prayers, our presence, our gifts, 
and our service.  With God’s help we will so order our lives after the example of Christ that, surrounded 
by steadfast love, you may be established in the faith, and confirmed and strengthened in the way that 
leads to life eternal. 
  
 The most precious part of any baptism or dedication is when the pastor carries the child around the 
sanctuary for us all to see and welcome this new life into the church.  Remember, however, our role in this 
child’s life does not end there.   We have made a vow, a promise to each child to pray, be present, use our gifts 
and to serve to insure that this child is raised in a way that leads to eternal life!  What an honor that is, but also 
an awesome responsibility. 
  
 As our Children’s Ministry program gears up for the upcoming fall, there will be many opportunities 
for all of you to fulfill the vow you have made to our children.  There are Sunday school teaching teams, Chil-
dren’s church leadership, teachers for Wednesday night programs, leaders for Children’s fellowship. So I ask 
you to begin now to pray about how you will keep that promise you made. Pray that the Holy Spirit will reveal 
to you how you are to use your gifts, your time and talents and service to help establish the faith of Jesus 
Christ in the lives of the children at St. James.
